Please note that our
readings may discuss or acknowledge violence, sexuality, tension associated with systemic
racism, misogyny, gender norms, etc. | am aware that these topics may be difficult to read and
write about at times; nonetheless, these topics present an overview of ideas that are typical of
a college classroom. As the instructor, my goal with facilitating these discussions is not to
intentionally make anyone uncomfortable or to add any existing traumatic experiences. Of
course not. My goal is to facilitate discussions that develop our critical thinking abilities and
develop our ability to have an appropriate dialog that is necessary in spaces of higher
education. This being said, as an academic community, we share a mutual responsibility to
create and maintain a supportive environment where students, as well as the instructor, feel
able to speak up and respond to the text and course material in a thoughtful and productive
way, despite differences in opinions or experiences. This means that each student’s ideas,
feelings, and questions are valued; the professor’s ideas, feelings, and questions are valued.
This should ground our interactions with the text and one another throughout the semester.
