Course DescripGon  (catalog descripGon as described in course outline):
A comprehensive review of arithmetic involving whole numbers, fractions, decimals, and 
signed numbers. Students will solve problems involving ratios, proportions, percents 
and geometry. Basic algebra concepts and techniques such as variables, simplifying 
expressions, solving equations will also be introduced. Problem solving, estimation and 
the communication of mathematical ideas are an integral part of the course. Use of a 
scientific calculator will be introduced.

Student Learning Outcomes (as described in course outline) :

1. Evaluate and simplify numerical and algebraic expressions involving integers and 
rational numbers.
2. Solve linear equations.

3. Write linear equations for word problems and solve.

4. Use sound mathematical writing and appropriate use of symbolism in presenting 
solutions of mathematical exercises and applications.
