The study of statistical methods as applied to descriptive statistics and inferential statistics.  
An emphasis on the meaning and use of statistical significance will be central to the course.  
Students will use probability techniques to make decisions via hypothesis testing and will 
estimate parameters using confidence intervals.  Topics include descriptive statistics;

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probability and sampling distributions; statistical inference; correlation and linear regression; 
analysis of variance, chi-square and t-tests; and application of technology for statistical 
analysis including the interpretation of the relevance of the statistical findings.  The course 
includes applications using data from disciplines including business, social sciences, 
psychology, life science, health science, and education.
